FATHERS' SNOOKER ROOF PROTEST REINFORCES LEEDS CENTRAL CANDIDATE'S STAND
Good to see this family rights protest happening in a town very near my home town of Leeds in the lead-up to the General Election - I am available for comment, as a family rights candidate in Leeds Central. 

Also good to see that, however this has happened, these dads are starting to give out the same key message which has tended to recur in my election literature:
"Our Kids Lives Are Not A Game. Give Dads Equality To Our kids." 

is essentially the same message as: 

"No to the use of children's bodies to control adult behaviour"

(my own expression, used in my election campaign in Leeds Central).

A point seldom emphasised in the present political rhetoric is that the use of children's bodies in adult disputes leads to a discriminatory society of haves and have nots, both socially and economically. Third parties, for their own reasons, use our family lives for their own agendas - they use our love of our children to control us. Lawyers use our family court cases to earn their keep. Politicians make laws to break our families which make mothers and children dependent on them - on the state. Strong families survive, fragile families are attacked. Fear of attack by the State makes parents conform to what is wanted of them, this is used as a deliberate weapon of social control. 

We must also get over the blunt truth that with more than a quarter of children in this country missing their father or having degrading and limited contact with him, in families without rights, this issue is a HUGE electoral issue. 

It impacts on crime, on social alienation and mental health, on economic productivity, on social cohesion, on quality of life, on male-female relations, on education, health, housing, the care of old people, individual freedoms, the very nature of the society we live in. 

As a family rights candidate, and as a person suffering from the impact of the family law system very directly, I can act as an articulate witness to all of these issues. However, precisely because of the nature of the situation we who have had our family lives violated by the state find ourselves in, this can only happen through the actions of our fellow men and women - both family court censorship laws and the fact that major groups in society wish to suppress awareness of this violation of family rights create the paradox that although we CAN bear witness, we are denied this opportunity by our very situation.
