WORLD'S FIRST ULTRASOUND ELECTION SPEECH

Alliance For Change candidate for Harrogate and Knaresborough, John Allman is set to become probably the world's first election candidate ever to use ultrasound technology during an election campaign, to deliver publicly part of his election election message, directly to individually targeted shoppers in his home town.
The ultrasound device the candidate will be using is the one of which he said, in a speech at a civil rights rally in Houston, Texas on 31 July 2004:
I don't have a weapon here today that makes people hear voices in their heads using pulse-modulated microwaves, but I do have this.
…
Let’s switch this gadget on and try it out, here and now. Anybody who doesn't want to hear voices in his or her head, please leave now. Don’t worry, there are no ill-effects, unless you count as an ill-effect your starting to treat with a new respect certain people whom you used to enjoy making fun of.

An abridged verson of the speech was printed in the December 2004 edition of the twenty year-old British journal of parapolitics, Lobster, published in Hull by Robin Ramsay.
The ultrasound device the candidate uses was also televised briefly during the candidate's appearance in the the Channel 5 documentary screened on 12 May 2004 called The World's Greatest Conspiracy Theories, and, for about half a second, during the first episode of Vote For Me.
The Guardian printed an article on 6 November 2004 by Jon Ronson, containing the allegation that ultrasound ("Silent Sound") was being used in the torture of prisoners at Guantanamo Bay.
On 9 April 2005, New Scientist published an article about mobile phones that transmit the caller's verbal thoughts rather than the spoken word, to the potential benefit of fellow travellers on trains.  The same edition also contained a different article about a Sony patent for a new type of Playstation which uses ultrasound to stimulate the game player's brain directly, so the he hears sounds, sees visions, smells smells, and experiences tactile sensations.  The candidate commented, "There's nothing wrong with being able to become a character in such a vivid game in which the character is in control, and can turn the game off.  However, it should be made a crime against humanity to do this sort of thing to people without their consent."
According to a letter in 2003 and faxes in 2004 from the Home Office's Intelligence and Security Liaison Unit, Covert Investigation Policy Team, the use of human thought reading and influence technologies by the law enforcement agencies and the intelligence services of the UK is lawful.  It is overseen by the Office of the Surveillance Commissioners and the Intelligence Services Commissioner.   One class of manipulation weapons, V2K weapons, is defined in the US army Military Thesaurus, at http://call.army.mil/products/thesaur_e/00016275.asp. 
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
